Q. What are the benefits for a golfing member?
A. Golfing members will have full use of all the
facilities listed on the prior page.

Q. Are there any greens fees after I join?
A. No, as a golfing member you pay no greens fees.

Q. What is the availability of tee times?

A. The club offers great availability of tee times to
suit your busy schedule. By policy we only host 8
out-of-club tournaments annually so we may
maintain better availability of play for our members.

Q. How many members can the Tri-City Country
Club have?

A. The Board of Trustees has established a
moratorium limiting membership to 375 golfing
members and an unlimited number of social
members.

Q. What can I expect for a pace of play?
A. We promote a pace of play of 3:45 hours for 18
holes.

Q. Are the any dress codes?

A. Yes, the Tri-City C.C. requires proper golf attire.
Jeans are allowed on the golf course and in the
lounge. During the dinner hours the Main Dining
Room requires Country Club Casual attire.

Q. Are there groups that I can join to play golf with?
A. Yes, we have very active men’s and ladies’
groups as well as an active couples’ golf schedule.

Q. Does the club offer any tournaments to play in?
A. There are several opportunities to play events at
the club. They will range from competitive events to
social golf events.
